FIELDS

· Frontier Park, 3380 Cedar Glade Naperville, IL 60564 (behind Neuqua Valley’s Gold Campus off of 95th Street).
· IMPORTANT !!!!  The boys side of the tournament plays on the EAST side of the complex.  It will be much closer and easier for you to use the Book Rd entrance.  See the directions that follow.  If you are traveling with a bus... you will need to drop off the players at the Book Rd entrance and then go back to the Cedar Glade entrance to park.
RULES
· Games will be played according to US Lacrosse rules

· Rosters are set before your team’s first game on Friday
· Officials have authority on the field

· If a player gets a red card, he is out for the remainder of the game, plus 1st half of the next game
· If a player gets a second yellow card, there is no suspension, just time out of the current game
LENGTH OF PLAY
· Teams will play two 20 minute running clock halves with a 3 minute half time

· Clock will not stop at any time during the game

· A common horn will sound to start and end each half and each game

· No time outs will be allowed

· All fields will rotate on the hour, please be ON TIME to your field(
· If you are over 3 min late to your field, you will have to forfeit that game.  Both teams may decide to play the remainder of the clock, however, it will still be a forfeit

SCORING – PRELIMINARY GAMES
Places in round robin play will be determined by points. Points will be awarded as follows: 
3 points per win, 1 point per tie, 0 points for a loss.

· Score will be kept at the table of each field

· There is no overtime in Round Robin Play 
For determining places in pool play, ties in standings will be broken using the following:

1. Head to Head competition

2. Team with least goals scored against

3. Draw from a hat (if 3 or more are tied)

* * * Goals “FOR” will have no bearing on standings
TIEBREAKERS 
In Pool Play, there will be no overtime

In Bracket Play, all ties will be resolved according to US Lacrosse rules of “sudden victory”. A two-minute break will be taken between the end of the game and the start of overtime. There will be a three-minute period then teams will switch ends prior to the start of the next period. This process will continue until one team scores. The first team to score wins.

AWARDS

- Medals will be awarded to 1st and 2nd place in the Elite, Futures and Competitive Varsity “Gold” bracket
- An All-Tournament team sponsored by STX will be announced on Sunday on Field ONE right after the championship game at 12:30 (coaches please turn in your nominations at the end of the day on Saturday)

LIGHTNING
- The trainer, officials and lightening detection system will call the game

- The field will be cleared, everyone to move to their cars

- There is a Thoregaurd system in place on the fields that will alert teams when it is safe to take the field
- Game will resume or be rescheduled based on field availability and officials
TRAINER

- There will be a trainer located at the MASTER TENT in case of emergencies. If possible, move injured player to the sidelines and have table call for assistance.  
- If a player just needs a band aid or taping, please send the player to the trainer located near the master tent 

WATER

- July in Chicago can get hot.  Please have your players bring extra water bottles to the field

- There will be limited water available on the fields

RESTROOMS

- There are restrooms available at the food pavilion on the west side, the pavilion near the east side entrance and centrally located on the south side of the fields near the bike path.

UPSTAIRS
TO BLACK FINN FROM FIELDS:
Black Finn is located in downtown Naperville.  The best way to get there is to take Rt 59 North to Ogden Ave east (right).  Ogden Ave curves north.  Follow this to Aurora Ave (there is a Speedway gas station on the corner) Turn right and follow Aurora into town.  Stay in the left lane and look for Eagle St.  This is a light and you can only turn left.  Follow across the river to Jefferson St (about 2 blocks) there is a library on the corner.  

 

Black Finn is on the south side of Jefferson between Main and Washington.  There is parking 1 block North and 1 block east in garages.

DRIVING DIRECTIONS AND TIPS
FROM THE HOTELS TO THE FIELDS:

The easiest and quickest way to the fields from the hotels is to avoid going through town.  This can add 20 minutes to your trip.

We recommend one of the following routes.
For Girls side of complex - Take Diehl Rd west all the way to Rt 59.  Take Rt 59 South (left) and follow to 95th St. Turn east (left) onto 95th St.  and watch for signs to Frontier Park Sports Complex.  Follow to 1st light which is Cedar Glade and turn south (right) Follow this around to the back of the Neuqua Valley High School Gold Campus. You will see the fields there
For Boys side of complex -  95th St east past Neuqua Valley High School  to BOOK Rd. (Walgreen’s on Corner)   Turn right (south) and follow about 1 block to the Naperville Park District building and turn right.  Parking is available there.   
Or…

Take Diehl Rd west to Raymond south (left).  Follow this as it turns into Ogden Ave and go south.  Take Ogden all the way as it curves east to Rt 59 and go south (left) onto Rt 59.  Follow Rt 59 South and follow to 95th St.  ….. and follow to respective fields as noted above.
TO CENTENNIAL BEACH

The beach is located on Jackson Ave west of Eagle.  Take Ogden Ave to Aurora Ave east to Eagle north to Jackson east.

SOME TIPS …

If you are planning dinner in downtown Naperville for Friday or Saturday nights…They do not take reservations but… They are great about taking names and getting you in within a ½ hour or so if you are early.  The best thing to do is to have someone go and put your team’s name in while the rest of you are parking etc.  Earlier is better…  If you try to get a big group in anywhere after 7:00 the wait will be very long.

If you do not want to mess with the craziness of downtown Naperville to eat, there are great places all around town.    

The downtown area is really a very safe and fun place for the players to hang out and there are plenty of less expensive places for them to eat in small groups. (Subway, Jimmy Johns, Potbelly’s etc)
